Dear Families

This week our Year 3 and 5 students are participating in NAPLAN. NAPLAN is a
national literacy and numeracy assessment that students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9 sit in
May each year. NAPLAN assesses literacy and numeracy skills that students are
learning through their regular school curriculum. Students sit assessments in writing,
reading, conventions of language (spelling, grammar and punctuation) and numeracy.
Schools are transitioning from paper-based to computer-based assessments. Most
schools will complete NAPLAN tests online in 2022. All Year 3 students will
continue to complete the writing assessment on paper. NAPLAN is an opportunity
for our students to live the values of growth and aspiration. We encourage our
students to focus, have a go, persevere with more challenging questions and do their
best. We also ask that students go back and check their answers, especially if they
have extra time in their testing session.

Students are not expected to study for NAPLAN. You can support your child by
reassuring them that NAPLAN is a part of their school program and reminding
them to simply do their best. We wish all of our Year 3 and 5 students all the best
over these two weeks of testing. Next week provides an opportunity for ‘catch up
time’ — students who have missed particular tests have the chance to complete
them.

FOCUS LEARNING YEAR1/2 AND 2

2Parisi- Exploring Place Value

This week in maths, we have been using our knowledge of place value to support
additive thinking. Our task involved solving simple addition calculations using a
range of strategies. We were given the challenge to solve this equation using two
ways.

Show 28 + 65 in two different ways.

The students were able to solve the problem using an open number line and a
hundred's chart.

Here are some of the students reasoning and explanations:
Eloise

Number line - | started at the biggest
number, which is 65. | took away 20 from 28.
Added that to 65. Which | got 85. Then
added the 8. | got to 93.

Hundreds chart — | started at 68, then
counted on 28 by ones.

Sonny T

Hundreds chart - we started at 28 because
it was the first number on the question. |
went 6 tens down which is 60 and got to
88. I then added 5 more. It equals 93.

Number line — | started at 28. Then added
on 60, plus 5 more.
